Mass, you will 

have a different set of readings because we will be 

celebrating the First Scrutiny with our five Catechumens 

on the RCIA journey. The Church has a three�year cycle 

of readings for Sunday masses (A, B and C). The 

readings for the celebration of the Scrutiny is always 

taken from the Year A readings rather than those of the 

Cycle we are in. (This year we are in Cycle C.)�
